Course Description:
Este seminario intensivo propone, en primer lugar, una revision de los principales
planteamientos y propuestas feministas (anglo-sajones, europeos y mexicanos) desde la
segunda ola de los afios 70 hasta hoy en dia; se estudiara particularmente cémo han
evolucionado las preocupaciones de los movimientos feministas. En segundo lugar, se tratara
de definir con precision el concepto de género asi como sus expresiones derivadas (identidad
de género, rol de género, estereotipos de género, etc.); asimismo nos interesaremos por sus
diferentes vertientes analiticas y discutiremos los textos clasicos que han marcado la
emergencia del enfoque de género en la investigacion. En tercer lugar, nos centraremos en
cuestiones de cuerpo y sexualidades; y, discutiremos con Butler la vigencia de la expresion
“diferencia sexual”. Esta tercera sesion abordara también el contenido de ciertas
investigaciones recientes, realizadas en México, en torno a la sexualidad femenina, la
homosexualidad, la pornografia y el post-porno gay, entre otras tematicas. Por ultimo, nos
interesaremos por la perspectiva queer/cuir, el performance y las subjetividades; y la reflexién
se ilustrara con ejemplos especificos tomados del arte chicano. Las sesiones proporcionaran
algunas herramientas teoricas para la reflexion asi como ilustraciones desde dinamicas de
campo o referentes empiricos especificos. Cruzaremos distintas miradas epistemoldgicas
(historicas, filosoficas, antropoldgicas, culturales y socioldgicas).
